1. FIRST 10 PAID AND PRE-REGISTERED ENTRIES WILL PULL IN EACH CLASS.  Deadline is July 
2. Early entry donation is   for each pull.  Non-refundable.  Entry donation $  day of the pull.
3. Trophies will be awarded for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place.  Cash prizes of $35.00, $25.00, and $15.00 for the respective place. 
4. No re-pull for the first puller – however, everyone gets a restart if stop before 50-foot mark.
5. Tractor is weighed with driver that is pulling on.  There will be 1% weight allowance, with scale onsite.
6. All stock tractors will run a speed limit of 5 miles per hour or less one warning.
7. All tractors are subject to RPM check, either on the PTO or engine, 100RPM overstocked allowed.  Maybe checked twice, when they register and right before they pull.
8. Stock tractor must have agriculture carburetor.
9. All tractors must have working brakes.
10. Tractors in stock classes can only pull in one class.
11. Tractors in open class must make weight.
12. 10,500# class and up can use duals and front wheel to assist, as long as                     they make weight and may have turbo.
13. Driver must be 15 years or older.  Drives under 18 must have signed    parental consent.
14. Tractor front weight bracket and weights not to exceed 36 inches from furthest forward point of tractor.  Anything falls off tractor will result in a disqualification this includes hitch pin or clevis.
15. Drawbar length must be a minimum of 24 inches from center of rear axle to the pulling point.  Hitching point not to exceed 20 inches from pulling point to ground.  No part of a third link assembly will be used for added hitch strength or height control.  All drivers must furnish their own clevis tro accept a 3-inch hook.  Tractors must be stopped immediately upon the signal from the judge.  Driver may be asked to dismount vehicles while hitching and unhitching from skid.
Draw Bar Requirements:  For hook-up you must have one of the following – 
1. A 3 inch twisted clevis.
2. A plate with a 3 inch diameter hole within 1 inch from rear plate.
3. A 3 inch diameter hook ring.
4. No Vertical clevis
5. Horizontal clevis is measured top hook point.
6. Tractors with a lot of rear weights on must have 1 foot expectable clearance to hook – Drawbar needs to be easy, expectable to hook the pull hook.
16. No dual fuels or oxidizers (except ethanol) will be allowed.
17. Recommend all safety equipment such as shaft loops, 360-degree shield; kill switch.  Fire extinguisher.
